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D If you submit your Hearing Screening

Annua Report prior to April of any school year, it will

be returned to you. According to the ADHS Sensory
Program Policies and Procedures (9.6), located on the
Sensory website, the annual Hearing Screening Program
Report isdue no earlier than April 1 and no later than June 30.

B All ADHS hearing-screening equipment is calibrated
on an annual basis. Equipment from Phoenix, Tucson
and Flagstaff areincluded in the annual calibrations. In
addition, calibrations for the Lyons Foundation
equipment are funded by the ADHS Sensory Program. It
isessential that all screenings of Arizona school children
be done with equipment that is calibrated annually.
